Bhopal Reenactment (Performance time: About 5 min)
Characters: (no vocal sound throughout the performance) 
Dow Grim Reaper

Person in Gray (Must be relatively strong)

Person in White (Must be relatively small)

Person in Red

Props:

Several large barrels

Posters with explanation of performance

“Remember Bhopal” banner

Caution tape

Dry ice and water

Smoke bombs

Metal pipe and hammer

Two squares of black fabric (mourning shawls)

Costumes:

Grim Reaper costume

Sheets and bandanas in red, grey and white

Setup:

Postered barrels are placed around performance area with posters facing outward and connected by caution tape.  Barrels contain dry ice and water.

Dow Grim Reaper kneels inside circle, covered by his cloak, next to a blank barrel with smoke bombs inside.  Person in White and Person in Red are curled on the ground as if sleeping, a couple yards in front of the Grim Reaper.  Person in Grey kneels outside of the circle next to one of the barrels.

Step 1: Grim Reaper lights smoke bombs through a small hole near the bottom of the barrel (which is loosely covered by the lid).  He waits 10 seconds for the barrel to fill with smoke.  Other actors hold positions.

Step 2: (All actors perform simultaneously)
Grim Reaper stands and pushes over barrel violently, then stands in the midst of smoke, holding his scythe in silent victory above his head.

White and Red wake up in alarm and run around the Grim Reaper and barrels twice, in terror and agony.  Both stumble and fall, clutching throat and chest.

Grey remains at the fringe and bangs barrel frantically with hammer, until White and Red are motionless.
Step 3: All hold positions silently for several seconds until smoke has cleared.

Step 4: Grim Reaper remains in position, holding the scythe menacingly in his hands.

Red slowly gets up and tries to wake White, to no avail.

Grey enters the circle silently carrying pipe, hammer, and black shawls.  Grey sets pipe and hammer down next to Red.  Both don the black shawls, and Red picks up pipe and hammer.

Step 5: Grey picks up White in his/her arms.  Red stands behind Grey, bearing pipe and hammer.  They process once in a large circle around the performance area, while Red beats the pipe slowly in time to their steps.
Step 6: Grey lays the limp White in front of the Grim Reaper.  Red and Grey kneel on either side of the body, facing outward and looking down silently at the body.  Motionless silence.
